Keeping our Boys Safe ɬ Anaphylaxis Awareness  
 

Some Prep School boys have severe, life -threatening allergies (anaphylaxis) , which require that they 

not eat, touch or inhale certain foods. We therefore ask that NO BOY SHARES HIS FOOD WITH 

OTHERS at school.  

Nut allergies are the most common and affect a number of these children. We ask that no nut 

products are sent to school, this includes peanut butter, Nutella and other nut spreads.

Camp Australia  
Parents will be aware that the School offers a number of free of charge activities each afternoon after 

School. These include KIP and the numerous After School Activities. We also offer care for the boys 

once these activities conclude. This care is provided by Camp Australia in our After School Care 

Centre (building adjacent to the Prep pool), which is a well know provider of out of hours care  at a 

very large number of schools. This is a user pay service and all boys must be registered to be able to 

use this facility.  

 

Our School Policy is that when School Activities conclude at 4:00 pm for Pre K to Year 2 and 5:00 pm 

for Years 3-6, that any remaining boys are sent to After School Care. This ensures that all boys are 

suitably supervised and safe at all times. After School Care runs until 6:30 pm each School day. 

This year, new laws were introduced which require all users of these services to be registered with the 

provider. Therefore, I would like to encourage all  parents to register their son/s with Camp Australia. 

This will ensure that there is always a back-up plan if you are running late for any reason and are 

unable to pick your son up by th e necessary time.
